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Kindergarten Břeclav, Břetislavova 6, municipally funded institution

Preschool policies for the 2024/2025 Academic Year
The Director of Kindergarten Břeclav, Břetislavova 6, municipally funded institution, Lenka Čudová, in accordance with Act No. 561/2004 Coll., on Preschool, Primary, Secondary, Higher Vocational, and Other Education (hereinafter referred to as the School Act) and Section 30 of this Act in its current wording, issues these Preschool policies, which specify the mutual relationships between children, their legal representatives, and the school staff, particularly to ensure the safety and protection of the children's health at the kindergarten.
The Preschool policies are further based on Act No. 2/1993 on the Declaration of the Charter of Fundamental Rights and Freedoms and the Communication of the Federal Ministry of Foreign Affairs No. 104/1991 Coll., on the Ratification of the Convention on the Rights of the Child.
The Preschool policies, including any amendments, are binding for all children and their parents/legal representatives attending Kindergarten Břeclav, Břetislavova 6, and its satellite kindergarten at Slovácká 39.
1. The founder of the kindergarten is the City of Břeclav.
2. Fundamental Provisions
2.1 Education is based on the following principles:
· Equal access to education for every citizen of the Czech Republic or any other member state of the European Union, without any discrimination based on race, skin color, gender, language, faith and religion, nationality, ethnic or social origin, property, lineage, health condition, or any other status of the citizen.
· Consideration of the educational needs of the individual.
· Mutual respect, tolerance of opinions, solidarity, and dignity among all participants in the educational process.
· Free dissemination of knowledge that stems from the current state of global understanding and aligns with the general goals of education.
· Improvement of the educational process based on the outcomes achieved in science, research, and development, and the broadest possible application of effective modern pedagogical approaches and methods.
· The opportunity for every individual to engage in lifelong learning, with an awareness of shared responsibility for their own education.
2.2 The general goals of education include, in particular:
· The development of a person’s personality, equipped with cognitive and social competencies, moral and spiritual values for personal and civic life, for the performance of a profession or work activity; acquiring information and learning throughout life.
· Understanding and applying the principles of democracy and the rule of law, fundamental human rights and freedoms, along with responsibility and a sense of social cohesion.
· Understanding and applying the principle of gender equality in society.
· Developing awareness of national and state identity, and respect for the ethnic, national, cultural, linguistic, and religious identity of every individual.
· Recognizing global cultural values and European traditions, understanding and adopting principles and rules stemming from European integration as a foundation for coexistence on both national and international levels.
· Acquiring and applying knowledge about the environment and its protection, based on the principles of sustainable development, and about safety and health protection.
2.3 The primary objectives of the kindergarten in ensuring preschool education and the School Educational Program:
· Supporting the development of the personality of the preschool-aged child.
· Contributing to the child's healthy emotional, cognitive, and physical development.
· Contributing to the acquisition of basic behavioral rules.
· Supporting the development of awareness of fundamental life values and interpersonal relationships.
· Creating basic prerequisites for continuing education.
· Helping to eliminate disparities in development before entering primary education.
· Providing special pedagogical care to children with special educational needs.
· Creating conditions for the development of gifted children.
2.4 Information Regarding the Educational Progress of Children:
· Parents/guardians are provided with information about the goals, focus, forms, and content of education in accordance with the conditions applied in the kindergarten, as outlined in the School Educational Program, which is available in a publicly accessible location in both buildings of the kindergarten.
· Parents/guardians may request information about their child’s educational progress and outcomes during parent-teacher meetings, individual consultations with teachers, or with the kindergarten preschool director during consultation days or by prior arrangement at any time.
· The kindergarten preschool director may invite parents/guardians to attend a personal meeting to discuss significant issues related to the child’s education.
2.5 The Kindergarten Takes All Necessary Measures:
· To ensure discipline in a manner consistent with human dignity.
· To protect children from any physical or mental violence, abuse, or exploitation, including sexual abuse, neglect, negligent treatment, torment, or exploitation.
3. Children's Rights:
· To receive quality preschool education and educational services according to the School Act, ensuring the optimal development of their abilities and skills and the development of their personality.
· To access activities and services provided by educational counseling facilities to the extent stipulated in the School Act.
· To a physically and mentally safe environment during their stay in the kindergarten, ensuring the protection of their human dignity, personal honor, good reputation, and name.
· To protection against unauthorized interference in their private and family life.
· To protection against unauthorized collection, publication, or other misuse of personal data.
· To freedom of expression, including the right to seek, receive, and impart information and ideas. The exercise of this right may be subject to certain restrictions. These restrictions shall be as prescribed by law and necessary to respect the rights or reputations of others, protect national security or public order, public health, or morals.
· To freedom of thought, conscience, and religion.
· To express their views on all decisions concerning significant matters of their education, with their views being given due consideration according to their age and level of development.
3.1 Education of an Individually Integrated Child:
If an individually integrated child is being educated in the class, the kindergarten preschool director shall create conditions corresponding to the child’s individual educational needs, leading to their comprehensive development.
4. Parents'/Guardians' Rights:
4.1 Parents/guardians of minor children have the right:
· To information about the progress and results of their child’s education. Parents/guardians are regularly informed about their child’s progress and individual development in learning, any issues, and their resolution, as well as everything that happens in the kindergarten. They collaborate with the educational staff (teaching assistants and teachers) on a joint approach to the upbringing and education of the child. The kindergarten works with parents to develop activities and organize events in favor of the children and to deepen the mutual educational influence of the family and kindergarten.
· To express their views on all decisions concerning significant matters affecting their children, with their views being given due attention.
· To receive information and counseling assistance from the school regarding their children in matters related to education according to the School Educational Program and the School Act, including timely and effective advice on various educational issues. A parent has the right to request a consultation with a teacher or the school preschool director at any time (by prior arrangement).
· To request individual preschool education for their child under the conditions set out in this school code.
· To submit requests that entitle them to exemption or reduction of tuition fees.
· To be informed of the current balance of the funds allocated for cultural activities held in the current school year.
5. Basic Responsibilities
5.1 Parents/Guardians of Children Are Obligated To:
· Enroll their child in compulsory preschool education (starting from the school year following the day the child turns five years old).
· Ensure that the child regularly attends kindergarten and is appropriately and cleanly dressed upon arrival.
· Inform the kindergarten of any changes in the child’s health condition, health difficulties, or other significant facts that could affect the child's stay in the kindergarten, education, or participation in activities organized by the kindergarten.
· Immediately report to the relevant educational staff (teaching assistants and teachers) any changes in the child's health that may affect the child's involvement in activities.
· Provide reasons for the child’s absence from kindergarten in accordance with the conditions set out in the school regulations.
· Timely notify the kindergarten of any necessary information for the school registry (§ 28, paragraphs 2 and 3 of the School Act) and other information relevant to the child's education or safety, as well as any changes to this information.
· Attend meetings with the preschool director when summoned to discuss significant issues regarding the child’s education.
· Follow the instructions of educational staff (teaching assistants and teachers) or authorized personnel during their stay in the kindergarten or while participating in activities organized by the kindergarten, in accordance with legal regulations and the school code.
· Regularly and promptly make payments related to the child's attendance at kindergarten (tuition, meals, advance payments for cultural events, ordered services, etc.).
· Submit the necessary documents for tuition fee exemption or reduction without being prompted.
· Personally hand over the child to the teacher upon arrival at the kindergarten (not leaving the child alone in the locker room unsupervised).
· If the parent/guardian requests a security chip for building access, they are responsible for using the chip in a manner that prevents damage, loss, or misuse by others. In case of loss, the parent/guardian must immediately report this to any educational staff member (teaching assistants and teachers).
· Take photos, videos, audio recordings, or other forms of recordings of individuals only with respect to GDPR restrictions and with the awareness of those being recorded.
6. Prohibitions and Restrictions
During their stay at the kindergarten, children are not allowed to leave the school premises.
6.1 Within the kindergarten premises, on school grounds, during trips, excursions, representations, and all other school events, children are not allowed to:
· Smoke.
· Consume alcoholic beverages or harmful substances.
· Carry, hold, distribute, or use any drugs or other addictive, narcotic, or psychotropic substances.
· Carry or use items dangerous to life, health, or that may cause distraction.
· Carry or use any types of colored sprays.
· Deliberately damage other people's property through theft, destruction, damage, or fraud.
· Deliberately disrupt mutual coexistence by insulting, humiliating, threatening violence, or causing harm to others.
· Falsely accuse others, act spitefully, bully, or behave rudely.
· Bring or lead any live animals onto the school premises.
· Endanger their own health and life or that of others present (wearing inappropriate footwear, sitting on window sills, leaning out of windows, swinging on chairs, etc.).
6.2 After picking up the child from kindergarten, it is (for safety reasons) not allowed to move around the kindergarten garden (even in the presence of parents) or use the garden's sports equipment.
7. Relationships Between Children and Parents/Guardians and Kindergarten Educational Staff
· The educational staff of the kindergarten (teaching assistants and teachers) issue instructions to children and parents/guardians only in connection with the fulfillment of the school educational program, school code, and other necessary organizational measures.
· Information provided by the child or their parents/guardians for the school registry or other important information about the child (such as health capability, etc.) is confidential, and all educational (teaching assistants and teachers) and operational staff adhere to the Personal Data Protection Act No. 101/2000 Coll.
· Children greet the kindergarten staff with a clear greeting in the building and at school events; the school staff always responds to the child's greeting.
· Children should address the educational staff and other school employees with the formal "Vykání"; at the beginning of the school year, the educational staff will agree with the children on how they will address each other.
· All educational staff are required to attend class meetings and consultations, during which they inform parents and guardians about the outcomes of their child's upbringing and education. In the event of a teacher's excused absence, the kindergarten preschool director will ensure that parents/guardians are informed in another way.
8. Admission Process to Kindergarten
8.1 The deadline for submitting an application for admission to preschool education
is determined by the kindergarten preschool director in agreement with the founder (usually between May 2nd and May 16th of the year preceding the school year for which the child will be enrolled). The public is informed of the admission dates through posters, the school's website, or the press.
Children who will start compulsory school attendance in the following school year (as governed by current legislation) are given priority for admission to kindergarten, followed by children who will turn at least four years old before the start of the school year, provided they have a permanent residence in the area. In the case of foreigners, the place of residence in the relevant school district, up to the permitted number of children listed in the school registry.
8.2 To enroll a child in preschool education, the parent/guardian must submit:
· A duly completed application for preschool admission.
· A certificate proving that the child has undergone the prescribed regular vaccinations, has proof of immunity, or cannot be vaccinated due to permanent contraindications.
· Other documents that meet the enrollment criteria for the school year in which the child is to be admitted to preschool education.
8.3 Decision on Admission to Preschool Education
· Based on the parent/guardian's application, the kindergarten preschool director issues a decision on the admission or non-admission of the child to preschool education in accordance with Administrative Procedure Act No. 500/2004 Coll. and the Education Act No. 561/2004 Coll. If the number of applications exceeds the school's capacity, the preschool director will decide on admission based on the established criteria for the upcoming school year.
· The criteria for admission valid for the current school year are determined in agreement with the founder (see Appendix No. 1).
· The decision to admit a child with a disability to kindergarten is made by the kindergarten preschool director based on the guardian's application and a written statement from an educational counseling center, a pediatrician, and specialists.
· Children aged three to six years are typically admitted to the kindergarten class.
· The kindergarten preschool director may decide to admit a child for a fixed period—a so-called trial period of three months—if it is not clear at the time of enrollment how well the child will adapt to the conditions of the kindergarten.
· Upon admission, the kindergarten preschool director will agree in writing with the child's guardians on the child's attendance days and the length of stay in kindergarten. The method and extent of the child's meals will also be agreed upon in writing to ensure the child always eats when present during mealtime at the kindergarten. Any changes will be made in writing.
· In July and August, children from other kindergartens may be admitted to the kindergarten up to the set capacity, for no longer than the period during which the home kindergarten has suspended operations.
9. Access to Education and School Services for Foreigners
9.1 Citizens of other European Union member states and their family members have access to education and school services under the same conditions as Czech citizens, in accordance with the current legislation.
9.2 Non-EU foreigners, who are not citizens of EU
member states, have access to preschool education and school services under the same conditions as Czech citizens (EU citizens) if they have the right to reside in the Czech Republic for more than 90 days; if they are asylum seekers, persons granted subsidiary protection, applicants for international protection, or persons enjoying temporary protection.
Compulsory preschool education applies to citizens of other EU member states who have resided in the Czech Republic for more than 90 days, as well as to other foreigners who are authorized to stay in the Czech Republic permanently or temporarily for more than 90 days, and to applicants for international protection.
10. Attendance and Method of Education
10.1 Mandatory Preschool Education takes the form of regular daily attendance on weekdays:
· Mandatory preschool education is set for 4 hours a day, from 8:00 AM to 12:00 PM. The obligation for preschool education does not apply on days that fall within the school holidays, in accordance with the organization of the school year in elementary and secondary schools.
· Conditions for excusing children from education and for justifying their absence from education:
a) Illness (lasting more than a week) or injury – a written excuse from the parent/guardian,
b) Family vacation – a written request from the parents stating the vacation period,
c) Minor illness (lasting up to a week) – a written excuse from the parents with a reason.
· A late arrival is considered any deviation from the mandatory preschool education hours (8:00 AM - 12:00 PM).
· The parent/guardian must provide a written excuse to the present teacher for any late arrival of the child.
· The parent/guardian must provide a written excuse to the present teacher for any early departure of the child (the mandatory preschool education hours are 8:00 AM - 12:00 PM). A written excuse is not required if the early departure is previously excused for urgent reasons.
The kindergarten accepts excuses via the "Naše MŠ" application, which the kindergarten uses. In the event of non-compliance with the provisions cited in section 10.1, the kindergarten proceeds in accordance with the applicable legislation and in cooperation with the relevant authorities.
10.2 Excusing a Child
The parent/guardian of the child is obliged to excuse the child's absence from education no later than the first day of the child's absence (in writing, by phone, using the "Naše MŠ" application used by the kindergarten, or in person) stating the reason for the absence, and then in the manner specified in section 10.1.
10.3 Other Methods of Fulfilling the Obligation of Preschool Education:
a) Individual education of the child, which takes place without regular daily attendance of the child at the kindergarten,
b) Education in a preparatory class of elementary school or in a class of the preparatory stage of a special elementary school,
c) Education in a foreign school on the territory of the Czech Republic, where the Ministry has authorized the fulfillment of compulsory school attendance according to § 38 of the Education Act.
The parent/guardian of a child who will fulfill the obligation of preschool education in the manner according to letters b) or c) is required to notify the preschool director of the catchment kindergarten. The notification must be made no later than three months before the start of the school year in which the obligation of preschool education begins.
10.3.1 Individual Preschool Education of the Child
· The parent/guardian of a child for whom preschool education is mandatory may choose the method of individual preschool education for the child. If the child is to be individually educated, the parent/guardian is obliged to notify the kindergarten preschool director no later than three months before the start of the school year. During the school year, the obligation of individual preschool education can be fulfilled from the day the notification of individual preschool education is delivered to the preschool director of the kindergarten where the child was admitted for preschool education.
· The parent's/guardian's notification of the child's individual education must contain the following information: a) The child's name and surname, birth number, and permanent residence. For foreign children, the child's place of residence. b) The period during which the child is to be individually educated, c) The reason for individual education.
· In the case of individual education, the kindergarten will verify the level of expected outcomes in
individual areas through a 15-minute interview with the child and may recommend further steps for education to the parent/guardian. The kindergarten preschool director will set the dates for verifying the progress of individual education results always in the second half of November (November 20, 2024, at 10:00 AM) and alternative dates in the first half of December (December 2, 2023, at 10:00 AM). The parent/guardian is obliged to ensure the child's participation.
· The kindergarten preschool director, where the child was admitted for preschool education, will terminate the child's individual preschool education if the parent/guardian fails to ensure the child's participation in the verification, even in the alternative term. An appeal against the decision of the kindergarten preschool director to terminate the child's individual preschool education does not have a suspensive effect. After the termination of individual education, the child cannot be individually educated again.
10.3.2 Education of Children with Special Educational Needs and Gifted Children
· See Appendix No. 2.
11. Steps Taken by the School in Case of Suspected Covid-19 or Other Infectious Diseases
· Schools are obligated to prevent the onset and spread of infectious diseases, including Covid-19. They fulfill this obligation under the Public Health Protection Act by ensuring that a child displaying signs of acute illness is separated from other children and supervised by an adult (§7, paragraph 3 of the Public Health Protection Act).
· The school is not required to actively monitor individual children for symptoms of infectious diseases (such as elevated temperature, fever, cough, runny nose, shortness of breath, sore throat, headache, muscle and joint pain, diarrhea, loss of taste and smell, etc.), but it is advisable to pay increased attention to such symptoms, and upon their detection, the following procedure should be followed:
· If symptoms are apparent upon the child's arrival at school, the child and their guardian are not allowed into the school building or the children's group.
· If symptoms develop and are noticeable during the child's presence at school, the child will immediately be provided with a mask and placed in a pre-prepared separate room or otherwise isolated from others present in the school. The child's guardian will be informed to promptly pick up the child. The parent must notify the school of any change in their phone number.
· In all the mentioned cases, the school will inform the guardian to contact their general practitioner by phone, who will decide on further steps.
· If a kindergarden employee develops symptoms of an infectious disease, including Covid-19, they must leave the school or activity as soon as possible, using a mask and following other generally known behavior and action rules in case of suspected infection. A child (or kindergarden employee) with persistent symptoms of an infectious disease that are due to a chronic condition, including allergic conditions (runny nose, cough), is allowed to enter the school only if they can prove they are not suffering from an infectious disease.
11.1 Distance Learning
· The school provides distance education if, due to crisis or emergency measures (e.g., extraordinary measures by the Regional Public Health Authority or nationwide measures by the Ministry of Health) or due to quarantine orders, more than half of the children in at least one class cannot be physically present at school, or for other reasons (unplanned school closure).
· The kindergarten is obligated to provide distance education to children for whom preschool education is mandatory, provided that the majority of children in a class organized exclusively for these children are absent, or the majority of such children in the entire kindergarten or its branch are absent. The affected children transition from in-person to distance learning (considering their conditions for distance education). Other children not affected by the prohibition continue with in- person education. It is preferred that they remain part of one group.
· The school is required to adapt distance learning, including assessment, to the conditions of the children. In other cases, the school is not required to provide distance education. The school then proceeds similarly to a normal situation when children are not present at school. However, it is recommended, if the school's organizational capabilities allow, to maintain at least partial distance education for the affected children on a voluntary basis and considering their individual conditions.
11.2 Method of Implementing Distance Learning
· The school is obligated to provide distance education due to crisis or emergency measures.
· The school creates an educational offer in a comprehensive block that corresponds with the School Educational Program. The educational offer may be adjusted as needed according to the individual characteristics of the children and adapted to the child's conditions. The educational offer may include links to websites where children can work interactively.
· The educational offer is available on the school's website or in printed form.
· The parent is required to submit completed outputs to the kindergarten within the specified deadlines.
12. Operation and Internal Regime of the School
12.1 The operation and internal regime of the kindergarten are governed by the following rules:
· The operation of both kindergartens starts at 6:30 AM and ends at 4:30 PM.
· The school buildings open for children at 6:30 AM.
· Upon entering the building, children store their shoes and outerwear in lockers or other designated areas.
· The organization of children's activities in the kindergarten respects the physiological needs of the children, and the nature of activities in the kindergarten fully accommodates these needs.
· The safety and health protection of children in both kindergartens are ensured by the kindergarten staff, both pedagogical and non-pedagogical.
· The maximum number of children in a class is generally 24.
In justified cases, classes may be divided or combined. At the start of the day, children are combined into one class at both Břetislavova and Slovácká kindergartens from 6:30 AM to 7:30 AM. In the afternoon, children in both kindergartens are combined into one class at 3:30 PM.
In the event of a consistently high number of children or during the afternoon stay in the school garden, children are grouped together at 16:00.
The Kindergarten Břeclav, located at Břetislavova 6, does not have an exemption approved by the founder under Section 23, Subsection 3 of Act No. 561/2004 Coll., the Education Act, regarding the number of children admitted.
The maximum capacity of the building is set at 44 children.
The branch of the kindergarten located at Slovácká 39 has an exemption approved by the founder under Section 23, Subsection 3 of Act No. 561/2004 Coll., the Education Act, regarding the number of children admitted. The maximum number of children in Classes I and II is 25; Class III has a set capacity of 15 children.
The maximum capacity of the building at Slovácká 39 is set at 65 children.
12.2 School Year Organization
· The start and end of the school year are determined by the document "Organization of the School Year" issued by the Ministry of Education, Youth, and Sports (MŠMT).
· The operation of both kindergartens is typically interrupted for four weeks in July or August.
· Any limitation or interruption of operation will be communicated by the kindergarten preschool director to the parent/guardian at least two months in advance, and alternative placement at another kindergarten designated by the founder will be offered. Both kindergartens are usually closed during the Christmas holidays.
· Children may arrive at the kindergarten from 6:30 AM; it is recommended that they arrive by 8:30 AM (or by 8:45 AM to avoid disrupting the teachers' educational activities). By prior arrangement, a child may be brought to the kindergarten at any time according to the family's needs, but the child must be registered for meals. Compulsory preschool education takes the form of regular daily attendance on working days and is set for four hours from 8:00 AM to 12:00 PM.
· It is not allowed to bring toys or any other items to the kindergarten, nor to leave any small items, medicines, creams, food (especially sweets) in the children's lockers. In case of violation of this regulation, the kindergarten is not responsible for any loss, damage, or other harm to these items. However, children may bring a favorite stuffed animal for sleeping.
· Repeated and unjustified violation of this regulation may be considered as repeated disruption of the kindergarten's operation. The reason for this regulation is to ensure the safety and health protection (risk elimination) of all children present during the entire operation of the school.
· Parents/guardians are required to personally hand over the child to the teacher, after which the parent/guardian may leave the kindergarten. The teachers are responsible for the child's safety from the time the child is handed over until they are returned to the parents or an authorized person.
· Parents/guardians may authorize another person in writing to pick up the child (forms are available from the preschool director or in the classrooms). Without written authorization, teachers will not release the child to anyone else. Permanent authorization can be recorded in the Child's Record or another designated form.
· During events organized for parents and children, the parents/guardians or their authorized persons are responsible for the child's safety and are required to follow the instructions of the authorized staff/persons in charge of the event.
· After picking up the child from the kindergarten, it is prohibited for safety reasons to remain in the kindergarten garden or use the garden's sports equipment.
· Parents/guardians are required to report to the kindergarten any changes in the child's personal data that affect their stay in the kindergarten—such as change of address, regular update of telephone contacts, change of health insurance provider, infectious diseases subject to quarantine, etc.
12.3 Daily Organization
The mission of our kindergarten is to develop independent and healthily self-confident children through natural upbringing, laying the foundations for lifelong education for all children based on their abilities, interests, and needs.
The kindergarten operates according to its own educational program.
Each class in the kindergarten has its daily organizational schedule (program, daily routine), which is flexible enough to respond to current changes or the children's changing needs.

3:30 PM = All classes are combined (depending on the current number of children) 4:30 PM = End of the school day
*Outdoor time in the kindergarten is maximized; it can be adjusted based on current weather conditions.
12.4 Only Healthy Children Belong in Kindergarten
Parents/guardians are required to report any occurrence of infectious diseases in the family and provide all relevant information about the child's health condition.
The parent/guardian is responsible for the child's health. If a child shows visible signs of illness during morning drop-off, the teacher has the right to inform the parent about the child's health status or refuse to admit the child to the group of other children. If there is a change in the child's health condition during the day, the teacher must immediately inform the parent/guardian.
As the kindergarten does not have separate quarantine facilities or medical staff, the parent/guardian or a designated person must pick up the child from the kindergarten and ensure they receive professional medical care.
12.5 Procedures for Excusing and Releasing Children from Kindergarten
· If a child cannot attend kindergarten for known reasons, the parent/guardian or authorized person must inform the kindergarten immediately.
· In case of leaving the kindergarten due to illness, the child may only leave in the company of the parent/guardian or an authorized person.
12.6 Conditions for Excusing and Releasing Children Enrolled in Compulsory Preschool Education
a) Illness (lasting more than a week) or injury—The school is authorized to request a medical certificate issued by a pediatrician or specialist if needed.
b) Family vacation—A written request from the parents specifying the vacation period is required.
c) A maximum of one week's illness—A written excuse from the parents with a reason is required. The kindergarten accepts excuses submitted through the "Naše MŠ" application.
12.7 Child Nutrition
· If a child is present in the kindergarten, they must participate in the meals. Issues related to the child's diet are discussed during the child's admission to the kindergarten.
· Bringing one's own food into the kindergarten is not allowed for hygienic and safety reasons. The only exception is for children with health restrictions confirmed by a physician, and only after prior discussion with the kindergarten preschool director, in case the school meals do not accommodate the child's health needs.
· It is not allowed to take food that a child has not consumed within the kindergarten out of the facility.
· Leaving any food, drinks, including sweets, in children's lockers with personal belongings is strictly prohibited. In exceptional cases, the kindergarten allows bringing food for a child who arrives at the kindergarten early in the morning. This is only possible after prior agreement with the kindergarten preschool director. Such food must be in a usual quantity and should always be handed over to the present teacher, who will ensure its prompt disposal if not consumed.
· A designated notebook at the main entrance to the building or in the children's dressing rooms, or the "Naše MŠ" application or telephone, is used for the cancellation and registration of a child's meals.
· Cancellation or registration for meals for the following day must be done by 12:00 PM.
· On the first day of unexpected absence, parents/guardians are entitled to collect the uneaten meal.
To cancel meals by phone, use:
· Phone number 703 330 080 - Břetislavova building by 12:00 PM.
· Phone number 722 315 743 - Slovácká building by 12:00 PM.
· If the child is picked up by the parent/guardian after lunch, they may come to consume the afternoon snack at the kindergarten from 2:00 PM to 2:30 PM. The distribution of snacks outside the kindergarten is not allowed.
Questions regarding the child's meals (payment for meals consumed) should be discussed with the head of the school canteen at the Primary and Kindergarten Kupkova 1020/1 Břeclav.
12.8 Organization of Education
· The teacher is required to personally record the content of education in the class book and to note the absence of a child in the appropriate form.
· During the day, the teacher supervises the careful handling of school property, maintaining cleanliness and order in the classroom. If any loss or damage to items is discovered, it must be reported to the kindergarten preschool director immediately, depending on the nature of the issue.
12.9 Children's Responsibilities During Spontaneous and Guided Activities:
· Move around the classrooms only with indoor shoes.
· After completing individual play activities, tidy up your area.
13. Payments
13.1 Tuition Fees for Preschool Education
· The tuition fee for the current school year is 600 CZK per month. The kindergarten preschool director may decide on the reduction or waiver of the tuition fee based on a submitted application, in accordance with applicable legislation - see Appendix 1 of the Directive on Tuition Fees for Preschool Education.
· Children who will start compulsory schooling the following school year are exempt from tuition fees. In the case of a deferred school start, where a primary school pupil returns to kindergarten, preschool education will be free of charge.
· Tuition is payable by the 15th of the month with money order or bank transfer to the kindergarten's account (account number 24536651/0100). Upon the child's enrollment in kindergarten, the parent receives a pre-printed money order with an assigned variable symbol, which identifies the payer.
· Cash payments are accepted by the kindergarten only in exceptional cases.
· If the child attends another kindergarten during the period when the kindergarten is closed, tuition is paid according to the rules of the attended kindergarten.
· Repeated failure to pay fees to the kindergarten is considered a serious breach of kindergarten rules and may ultimately lead to the termination of the child's attendance at the kindergarten.
13.2 Payment (Deposit) for Cultural Events
· When the child starts kindergarten (usually in September of the new school year), parents/guardians make a non-cash payment of 700 CZK to the kindergarten's account as a deposit for cultural events the child will participate in during the school year. The parent/guardian can use a pre-printed money order, which they receive at the kindergarten, where the variable symbol for payment identification is also provided. The amount of 700 CZK can be split into two payments of 350 CZK each.
The first payment is due in the first half of the year by September 30th; the second payment is due by January 30th of the following year.
13.3 Payment for Meals
· If a child is present in kindergarten, they must participate in meals. Meal payments are made in advance to the head of the school canteen at the Primary and Kindergarten Břeclav, Kupkova 1020/1, where the parent/guardian arranges the method of payment for meals – phone 519 370 981, account number 19-1853380257/0100.
· Children with deferred school attendance who turn 7 in the relevant school year are classified in the 7–10-year-old category according to Decree No. 107/2005 Coll.
14. Procedures During Activities Outside Kindergarten (Excursions, School Trips, Events for Children and Parents)
14.1 Excursions are part of the education and upbringing of children and are included in the annual school work plan:
· Excursions are organized as half-day events, and they are arranged and led by an educational staff member designated by the kindergarten preschool director.
· Children must adhere to safety and hygiene regulations and follow the instructions of the staff members of the organization hosting the excursion.
· During school excursions, children must follow the instructions of the educational supervisor (or the kindergarten preschool director). Children who do not participate in the school excursion must be excused from attendance at the kindergarten by their parents or legal guardians on that day.
14.2 School Trips
· School trips are usually organized once a year and take place in the morning hours.
· The number of children per pedagogical worker is regulated by the provisions in section 14.3 of this school regulation.
· During school trips, children follow the instructions of the pedagogical supervision (or the preschool director). Children who do not attend the school trip must be excused from school attendance by their parents or legal guardians on that day.
14.3 Ensuring Safety and Health Protection
a) For all educational activities organized by the preschool directly in the building, supervision is provided by a designated pedagogical worker (or another person appointed by the director, who is an adult, legally capable, and in an employment relationship with the school). This person must be properly informed about the duties of supervision. Pedagogical workers (or designated individuals) responsible for supervision are accountable for the safety of the children and must adhere to applicable regulations. Pedagogical workers assess the current state of the children, taking into account their age, individual characteristics, and current health status.
b) For events/activities for children and parents/legal guardians held outside the preschool, children must adhere to the safety and health protection regulations and fire protection regulations applicable in these locations. Compliance is the responsibility of the event leader or the designated pedagogical worker. For events held outside the school where the assembly place is not the school, supervision starts 15 minutes before the scheduled assembly time at the designated location. After the event, supervision ends at the pre-designated location and time. The director of the preschool must inform parents/legal guardians of the assembly place and end time at least one week before the event. Activities for children and their parents/legal guardians held outside the school or outside preschool hours may be attended by children only if accompanied by parents/legal guardians (or persons authorized by them). The individuals accompanying the child to these events must follow the instructions of the preschool staff and ensure their own and the children’s safety.
15. Ensuring Safety and Health Protection from Socially Pathological Phenomena and from Discrimination, Hostility, or Violence
15.1 Safety and Health Protection During Education
The preschool oversees the child from the time the teacher takes them from the parent/legal guardian or their authorized person until the teacher returns them to the authorized person. All staff must promptly eliminate any potential dangers that could threaten the health of employees, children, or present individuals. For health (hygienic) and safety reasons, no unauthorized persons or family members may move around the buildings of both preschools without the knowledge of the school director or deputy director. All school staff are prohibited from using personal mobile phones for private matters during working hours. A landline phone is available to all employees for private calls. In exceptional situations, only pedagogical staff may use personal phones for work purposes and only in situations where it is not possible to use the landline.
15.2 Picking Up Children
Parents/legal guardians or authorized persons must pick up their child no later than 4:30 p.m. (the end of school operation). If a child is not picked up on time, the present pedagogical worker will follow the school’s internal instructions, i.e., after the necessary time has passed, will contact (by phone) other persons authorized to pick up the child. If none of these persons respond, the teacher must contact the Police of the Czech Republic. The Police, in cooperation with the Social and Legal Protection of Children (OSPOD) staff, takes the child into their care and arranges for their transfer to a designated facility in Brno. If the person authorized to pick up the child shows signs of being intoxicated or under the influence of addictive or narcotic substances in a manner that could endanger the child's safety, the present pedagogical worker must follow the school’s internal instructions, i.e., contact (by phone) other authorized persons. If none of these persons respond, the teacher must contact the Police of the Czech Republic. The Police, in cooperation with OSPOD staff, takes the child into their care and arranges for their transfer to a designated facility. The procedure for picking up children is described in the school’s internal regulation No. 29/2023 on Picking Up Children from Preschool.
15.3 Informing Children at the Beginning of the School Year
Pedagogical workers conduct this with a written record. They inform children, in particular, about:
· The school regulations,
· Principles of safe behavior in the classroom, on the corridors, in the cloakrooms, during leaving and arriving at school, and on public roads,
· Principles of safe behavior in the preschool garden, including the use of playground equipment,
· The prohibition of bringing items to school that are not related to preschool activities,
· Procedures in case of injuries,
· The danger of fire and procedures in case of a fire.
15.4 Ensuring Safety of Children When Away from the Place of Preschool Education
The preschool director determines the appropriate number of teachers so that each teacher is responsible for no more than:
a) 20 children from regular classes,
b) 12 children in a class where children with recognized support measures from the second to the fifth level or children under three years old are included.
In exceptional cases, the preschool director may increase the number of children:
a) By no more than 8 children,
b) By no more than 11 children.
15.5 Ensuring Supervision of Children During Specific Activities or Increased Numbers
When increasing the number of children or during specific activities – e.g., sports activities or in environments requiring increased safety measures – the preschool director will appoint an additional pedagogical worker to ensure the safety of the children, or, in exceptional cases, another adult who is in an employment relationship with the legal entity running the preschool and is legally capable.
15.6 Protection of Children’s Health in the Preschool
To protect children’s health, a teacher, if they suspect that a child is not healthy upon taking them from the parent/legal guardian or their authorized person, may request the parent/legal guardian to provide a medical certificate of the child's fitness for education from the attending physician. Similarly, upon a child's return after an illness, the teacher may request a written confirmation from the attending physician that the child is healthy and can be admitted to the group of healthy children. Pedagogical staff are prohibited from administering any medications, vitamins, or other supportive drugs at the request of parents. Exceptions to this prohibition must be discussed personally with the preschool director in cooperation with the attending physician.
15.7 Informing Before Activities Outside the School Building (Trips, Excursions, etc.)
· Pedagogical workers will inform children of all behavioral rules, possible prohibitions, etc.
· The person overseeing the children will also instruct them on proper equipment and behavior and will make a written record in the class register.
15.8 Reporting Injuries, Wounds, or Accidents
Any injury, wound, or accident occurring during the child’s stay at the preschool (in the classrooms, corridors, or on the sanitary facilities) must be reported immediately to their teacher or another preschool staff member. The staff will proceed according to established guidelines.
15.9 Protection Against Socially Pathological Phenomena
a) An important element in protecting against risky behavior is educational influence on children at the preschool age focused on a healthy lifestyle. Therefore, as part of the educational program, children are (in a non-violent manner and in a way appropriate to their age and ability to understand) introduced to the dangers of drug addiction, alcoholism, smoking, virtual addiction (computers, television, video games), pathological gambling, vandalism, and other forms of risky behavior.
b) Both school buildings are secured with an electronic system; parents and staff have access to entry chips. Any staff member who opens the building to outsiders must ascertain the reason for their visit and ensure that they do not move around the building uncontrolled. During school hours, the main entrance doors and all emergency exits can be opened freely from the inside.
c) Parents may request a security entry chip from the preschool. It is the parents' responsibility to use this chip properly to avoid damage, loss, or misuse by others. In case of loss, the parent/legal guardian must immediately report this to any pedagogical staff member. The security chip allows parents access only to the building their child attends. The same rules and conditions apply to all preschool employees regarding the use of the assigned chip.
d) For security reasons, door opening with chips in both preschool buildings is limited to the hours of 6:30 - 8:30 AM and 2:00 - 4:00 PM. Outside these times, the building can be opened by ringing the doorbell at the entrance.
e) All pedagogical staff continuously monitor specific conditions and situations in the school concerning the occurrence of socially pathological phenomena, applying various forms and methods to detect at-risk children early. They ensure that the basics of ethical and legal education, health lifestyle education, and preventive education are in line with the school curriculum. They are required to provide quality supervision of children throughout their stay at the preschool in accordance with the labor regulations.
f) The preschool director ensures collaboration with parents in the area of prevention and cooperates with other institutions for the social and legal protection of children and youth.
16. Conditions for Handling School Property by Children
· Children have the right to use school property.
· Children are required to protect the property from damage, handle toys, equipment, and school property carefully. Any deliberate damage or destruction of school property, other children’s, teachers’, or other persons’ property must be fully compensated by the parents/legal guardians of the child who caused the damage.
· Any damage or defect in the classrooms must be reported by the child to any preschool staff member.
· If the school demands compensation for damage caused by a child, the preschool director must investigate the damage.
· Each child is responsible for the cleanliness and order of their workspace and the immediate surroundings.
· After finishing their activities, each child must clean up their workspace and its vicinity.
· Children are strictly prohibited from handling electrical appliances and switches. For safety reasons, children are not allowed to open windows, sit on windowsills, or stand on benches or chairs without the supervision of a pedagogical staff member.
Preschool Břeclav, Břetislavova 6
· Children may lock their bicycles in front of the preschool at the entrance from Čechova Street, where there is a bike rack. Bicycles must not be leaned against the preschool's fence wall.
· The facility gate is closed by an authorized staff member at 9:00 AM. To enter the facility after this time, use the gate from Břetislavova Street and the bell located inside on the left side of the gate.
Preschool Břeclav, Slovácká 39
· Children may lock their bicycles in front of the school grounds – there is a bike rack available. Bicycles must not be leaned against the preschool's fence.
· The facility gate is closed by authorized staff at 8:00 AM using an internal lock that children cannot reach. When adults leave the school grounds, they must ensure that the entrance gate is closed in this manner.
17. Termination of a Child’s Attendance
The preschool director may terminate a child’s attendance at the preschool after providing written notice to the parent/legal guardian if:
· The child has been absent from the preschool for more than two weeks without an excuse from the parent/legal guardian,
· The parent/legal guardian repeatedly disrupts the operation of the preschool in a serious manner and remedial actions have been unsuccessful,
· Termination is recommended during the trial period by a physician or educational counseling facility,
· The parent/legal guardian repeatedly fails to pay for preschool education or school meals on time and does not arrange an alternative payment schedule with the director,
· Termination cannot be decided for a child for whom preschool education is mandatory.
18. Transfer to Another Preschool A child ceases to be a child of the preschool from which they transferred on the day before acceptance into the new preschool.
19. Lost and Found
· All employees are required to properly protect items from loss and damage; children have assigned lockers for personal belongings.
· In the event of a loss, the parent/legal guardian must immediately report it to a pedagogical staff member. The staff member will investigate the reported loss immediately.
· If the culprit is identified, the staff member will make a written report on the loss and statements from witnesses on the same day. If the loss exceeds 2,000 CZK, the staff member will call the Police of the Czech Republic, based in Břeclav, Národních hrdinů 15, phone number 519 373 876. The injured party and witnesses must wait for the police to arrive.
· If a child, parent, or legal guardian finds a valuable lost item within the school premises, they must hand it over to the preschool director.
20. Complaints, Notices, Requests for Information, and Suggestions Regarding the Preschool
· Parents/legal guardians have the right to communicate any comments, objections, or suggestions about the school's activities and its staff to the preschool director during class meetings or, if necessary, at any time during the school year. The director will address or forward these matters to the appropriate authorities within the legal time frame.
21. Consultation Hours for Parents
· According to the schedule of individual pedagogical staff members (the current schedule is available on the school’s website, in the children's cloakrooms next to each class).
21.1 Official Hours of the Director
· Even weeks: Tuesday 12:30 PM - 4:30 PM at the Slovácká 39 building
· Wednesday 12:30 PM - 4:30 PM at the Břetislavova 6 building
· Every second Tuesday of the month from 3:30 PM - 6:00 PM (opportunity for informal meetings)
· By prior arrangement at any time if needed
Parents/legal guardians may use the official and consultation hours of the director at a time that suits them, regardless of the preschool building their child attends.
21.2 Presence of Authorized Staff
An authorized staff member is present in the preschool every day (according to the published schedule) and is available for operational consultations with parents/legal guardians.
21.3 Office Hours for the Břetislavova 6 Building Daily from 7:00 AM - 12:00 PM administrative staff
22. Final Provisions
This school rulebook is binding for the parents/legal guardians of children attending Břeclav Kindergarden, Břetislavova 6, including the separated branch of Kindergarden Slovácká 39, and for all employees of the kindergarden.

Education of Students with Special Educational Needs and Gifted Students
The complete text as of January 1, 2021, is prepared by the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports solely as an informational material. The legally binding text is exclusively derived from the Collection of Laws.
Decree No. 27/2016 Coll.
dated January 21, 2016 Legislative Framework as amended by Decree No. 270/2017 Coll., Decree No. 416/2017 Coll., Decree No. 244/2018 Coll., Decree No. 196/2019 Coll., Decree No. 248/2019 Coll., and Decree No. 606/2020 Coll. The Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports sets forth according to § 19, § 23 paragraph 3, and § 26 paragraph 4 of Act No. 561/2004 Coll. on Pre-School, Primary, Secondary, Higher Vocational, and Other Education (Education Act), as amended by Act No. 383/2005 Coll., Act No. 49/2009 Coll., and Act No. 82/2015 Coll. (hereinafter "the Act"):
The framework goals and objectives of pre-school education for all children are common. When educating children with special educational needs, their fulfillment needs to be adapted to best meet the needs and possibilities of the children. Educational staff strive to create optimal conditions leading to the development of each child's personality. They guide children in learning, communication with others, and help them achieve maximum independence. Based on the knowledge and developmental possibilities of each child, we provide timely pedagogical support, thereby improving their life and educational opportunities. We create conditions for positive acceptance of children with special educational needs. We establish close cooperation with the parents of all children, communicate sensitively with them, and provide necessary information. We collaborate with other professionals and utilize services of educational counseling institutions.
The aim of supporting the education of these children is full inclusion and maximum use of each child's educational potential with regard to their individual possibilities and abilities. Individual developmental possibilities of children are maximally supported. All activities are conducted so that all children experience success and joy from what they have achieved.
Educational staff are aware that children with recognized special support measures differ in their possibilities and individual educational needs. Therefore, we maximize the educational potential of these children considering their individual possibilities and abilities.
When educating a child with special educational needs, the teacher includes support measures in their educational strategies. Support measures of the first degree are set by the kindergarden. From the second degree of support, support measures are set by the educational counseling center after discussion with the school and the child's legal guardian. The rules for the use of support measures by the school and educational institution are defined by Decree No. 27/2016 Coll. as amended.
Educational staff choose appropriate educational methods and means that align with the established support measures. During education, professional attitudes are applied not only by educational staff but also by other staff involved in the care and education of the child.
When educating children with special educational needs, we create support measures. All procedures must be in line with the interests of the children. Conditions for education match their individual needs. We apply the principles of differentiation and individualization of the educational process when planning and organizing activities, including determining the content, forms, and methods of education. We implement all established support measures in the education of children. Mastery of specific skills at a level appropriate to the child's needs and possibilities, focusing on independence, self-care, and basic hygiene habits suitable for the child's age, is essential.
Support Measures of the First Degree
Support measures of the first degree are applied by the kindergarden even without the recommendation of an educational counseling institution based on the Pedagogical Support Plan (PLPP). The PLPP is prepared independently by the school.
Support measures of the first degree are proposed, created, and adjusted by the kindergarden. Adjustments in education are proposed by educational staff in collaboration with the child's legal guardian. The PLPP is in written form.
Support Measures from the Second to the Fifth Degree
Support measures from the second to the fifth degree can only be applied with the recommendation of an educational counseling institution after discussion with the school and the child's legal guardian. The Individual Educational Plan (IVP) is prepared by the school based on the recommendation of the educational counseling center. The IVP is in written form, and the child's legal guardian and the educational counseling institution are informed.
Increased attention is given to children with deferred school entry. Progress is recorded in the child's individual assessment and consulted with the child's legal guardians.
We create conditions to maximize the potential of each child considering their individual possibilities. This fully applies to the education of gifted children as well. For the purposes of this decree, a gifted child is primarily one who, with adequate support, demonstrates a high level of one or more areas of intellectual abilities, physical, manual, artistic, or social skills compared to peers.
The identification of exceptional talent, including educational needs, is carried out by the educational counseling institution in cooperation with the school. A child showing signs of talent is further supported. The education of gifted children is conducted in a way that stimulates the development of their potential, including various types of talent, so that these talents can be expressed, applied, and further developed at school.

· The kindergarden does not accept cash payments (only in exceptional situations).
Additional Payments – Cultural Events
Each child is assigned a VS for payments related to cultural events upon enrollment. By September 20, deposit 700 CZK into the school's account 24536651/0100 under this VS. This amount covers theater performances (once a month), entrance fees to selected venues, a group photo at the end of the school year, etc. Any unused excess is refunded.
All payments can also be made using the school’s postal order, available upon request.
Meals
The food for the children is provided by the School Dining Hall at ZŠ and MŠ Kupkova Břeclav. All payments related to the children's meals should be made there as well.
If your child is starting at the kindergarten on September 1st, please make the payment in the last week of August.
